4-30-2020 UPDATE from the Library Director ON COVID-19

Governor Whitmer has issued Executive Order No. 2020-69: Temporary restrictions on the use
of places of public accommodation. This order extends the period that libraries and many other
public places must remain closed. Therefore, the Library will remain closed at least through
May 28th, with an opening date yet to be determined. While we know this closure is difficult for
many, we must do what is best for the community, including the library staff, to stay healthy.

We will do our best to begin providing in-person library services as soon as it is deemed safe
and practical. Plans are being made to reopen the library in phases with in-person services
initially being very limited and eventually expanded as safety measures permit. Dates for each
phase must remain flexible based on state and local restrictions and always keeping safety
foremost in our decisions to make adjustments.

Please continue to keep all of the library materials that you previously checked out until we are
able to safely accept returns, and don’t worry about renewing items. No overdue fines will be
assessed for the period that the library remains closed. Look for more details about this soon.
